When it came to flying, I was 
lucky that I came from a 

family with an aviation background. 
Dad had been in the Army Air Corps 

at the end of WWII. He later 
received his private license via the GI Bill. 

   
From my first memories, I can remember being associated 
with aircraft. I think a lot of us older pilots had airplanes in the family. For example, Mike 
Hage’s father had a Kitfox that Mike later inherited. Mike and Gloria’s daughter, Bella, has 
pursued aviation as a career and is now a first officer for Air Wisconsin. After working with 
the youth program the last few years, I am seeing a growing trend of kids becoming involved 
in aviation, with the parents onboarding after the fact. I will credit the EAA Young Eagles 
program for a significant portion of this.  
   Mason and his mom, Keri, have become great members of our Squadron 534 Youth 
Program. Even Mason’s grandparents have become involved in his aviation activities. The last 
2 youth meetings brought this home to me, with several of the parents of the youth 
participants getting involved in what we were doing. It did my heart good to see sons and 
moms, sons and dads, daughters and moms, working together to build wing ribs and learn 
about electronic flight bags. The electronic flight bag meeting had a couple of the parents 
coming to me afterwards, saying that “they” had found it beneficial and it would help drive 
their choices when the kids began flight training. Our Ray Scholarship Program had also shown 
this to me, as well. 
   Chloe’s parents were very supportive during her training, and her later ratings. The family 
connection has been enough that her brother Isaiah is our current scholar! Both Chloe and 
Isaiah have evidenced a desire to pursue aviation, in conjunction with mission work in their 
futures. Our selection of Luke Nunez brought his father, Mike, into the chapter as well. Mike 
has taken this to heart and has become our Ray Scholarship Chairman (and doing a good job, 
I might add.). I have enjoyed the times that Mike has called, texted and emailed me questions 
about different planes and training options. They may be looking for a time-building aircraft 
in the near future. Luke has his tail wheel endorsement, and is working on his instrument 
rating. He is planning on becoming a commercial pilot.  
  As pilots and advocates of aviation, we should take the time to talk to any of the parents of 
the youth that are becoming involved in our little piece of the sky and answer their questions. 
Things that are second nature to us may be a “foreign language” to them. These youth are 
the future of aviation, and we need to help them in any way that we can.
